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Obtain Climbing and Wilderness
Camping Permits for the northwest
area of the park at Carbon River
Ranger Station.
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Road closed to vehicles beyond
this point. Road open to foot

and bicycle traffic. Bicyclists must
remain on the main road.
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All park roads are CLOSED IN WINTER except the
following: the road between Nisqually Entrance and
Paradise (section between Longmire and Paradise
only open as weather permits).
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
